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ABSTRACT

Collections of stomatopods from Phuket include species from three families of stomatopods: Lysiosquillidae,
Squillidae, and Gonodactylidae. Species of Gonodactylidae are distributed from the high intertidal to the subtidal
zones. Keys and descriptions of families and species are given, including notes on color and distribution of the

species.
